The Fight for National Healthcare Reform

The UFCW International Union is a member of Health Care for American Now (HCAN), an unprecedented coalition of organizations across the political spectrum that have come together to call for affordable, quality health care for all Americans.  HCAN is a national grassroots campaign of more than 1,000 organizations in 46 states representing 30 million people dedicated to winning quality, affordable health care in 2009.  Its principles are supported by President Obama, Vice President Biden, and more than 190 Members of Congress.

HCAN has 10 principles for comprehensive health care reform:

Coverage You Can Afford

· Health coverage that is affordable for every person, family, and business.

· Coverage with premiums and out-of-pocket costs based on your ability to pay.

· Government acts as an advocate, setting and enforcing rules so private insurance companies can’t deny coverage or raise rates based on health history, age, or gender.

Comprehensive Benefits You Can Count On

· Standard, comprehensive health care benefits that meet your needs from preventive to chronic care.

· Low out-of-pocket costs (like co-pays) so you can afford to get medical care when you need it.

· Choice of doctors and hospitals.

Choice of Private or Public Health Insurance Plan

· Equity in health care access, treatment, research, and resources to people and communities of color and stronger health services in low-income communities.
